POSTER COMPETITION – 17th NOVEMBER 2011

GUIDANCE FOR AUTHORS DISPLAYING POSTERS
Background

Congratulations on being selected to display your poster at the conference on 17th November in Leicester.  The following document provides guidance on displaying your poster at the event. Please read these instructions very carefully.  

Poster dimensions

We have ordered a range of boards to display posters. All posters must be size A1 (594mm x 841mm). Posters can be displayed as either portrait or landscape. We request that all information is contained on one poster, i.e. we will not accept several smaller sized posters that form a larger display. We regret that posters not sized A1 cannot be displayed and will not be included in the competition.
Poster content

Your poster must include: title of your audit/project, the name of your organisation, author/s details and at least one contact email. Other than the above, you choose the content of your poster! Please be aware, if you have updated your audit since sending in your entry (e.g. have further data, more recommendations have been agreed, etc) you are encouraged to include this information in the poster that you produce.

Displaying your poster

We request that you bring your poster with you on the day of the conference (there will be access to the venue from 8:15am). Approximately one week before the event we will contact you to find out if your poster will be displayed in portrait or landscape style. We will allocate all posters a place in the display and a unique number and this information will be sent to you prior to the event.  Please arrive promptly at the start of the conference to display your poster – Velcro and attachments will be available. 

Judging of posters

Given that there was so much interest in the poster exhibition at last year’s event we have decided that this year the poster competition will judged by attending delegates.  Each delegate will be given a voting card on arrival and asked to select their top 3 posters in ranking order – 1st, 2nd and 3rd. A scoring system is applied for each vote: 1st = 5pts, 2nd = 3pts and 3rd = 1pt. Authors will not be allowed to vote for their own poster. In the event of a draw, the most 1st placed votes awarded will act as the tie-breaker. If posters are still tied at this point, the Clinical Audit Support Centre hold the deciding vote. All delegates must hand in their voting forms to the reception team no later than the end of afternoon break.

Poster prizes

We are offering cash prizes to the three posters that receive the most votes. 3rd will receive £50, 2nd will receive £100 and 1st will receive £200. All winners will also be invited to publish their audits in the online Clinical Audit Today journal and present their audits at the 2012 conference. The results of the poster competition will be announced at the end of the conference. Following the conference we will be in a position to feedback individual results to authors if they wish to know how many votes/points their poster received. 

Post conference plans

We intend to add PDF versions of posters displayed at the conference on the junior doctors section of the Clinical Audit Support Centre website. This provides examples of best practice in clinical audit and is popular with clinical audit professionals and healthcare staff. All finalists will be invited to submit their work and we will require a PDF of your poster in order to include your work on the website after the event. Further details will be given in due course.
