Resource 8: Sample size experiment - instruction sheet
Instructions:

Each group has been provided with a container that holds a combined total of 50 green and yellow counters. Please do not look at the contents of the container at any point during the experiment!

We would like you to undertake four random sampling tests. In the first round we would like you to draw 5 counters (10%) from the container and note your results and relevant percentages in the grid below. We would like you to then return the counters back to the container and undertake similar random samples for 10 counters (20%) in round two, 25 counters (50%) in round three and finally 45 counters (90%) in round four. N.B. For the sample of 45 counters do not draw out 5 and then count the total remaining! 

Please take care converting results into percentages in the grid below.

Notes: 
When conducting the experiments please do not look into the container – all samples should be blind. Further, please do not count the actual number of green and yellow counters in the container. On a final note, please take care not to misplace or lose any counters during the sampling experiment.
